1. Can you please tell me on how many occasions over the past 16 years that the Council have planned and completed maintenance activity on the open ditch that runs along Arbor Lane? 
None – Please see policy below with details:
The riparian owner of any ditches alongside roads is normally the adjoining landowner, as the highway boundary invariably lies along the top of the bank closest to the road. Adjacent owners should not carry out any work on the ditch which would restrict road surface water draining into it. Although the Borough Council in their role as the Highway Authority has the right to discharge rainwater from the highway into these ditches, the landowner is responsible for maintaining it.
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2. In addition, can you please tell me how much the Council allocates in funds per year to maintain this open ditch on Arbor Lane in order to fulfill their obligation as riparian owners? 
From my understanding funds are allocated for the general reactive maintenance, but in this instance, it is the adjacent landowners responsibility so no funds are required

3. Finally, can you please tell me how often the highways drainage on Arbor Lane is maintained and how much is spent doing so?
The gullies are cleared on an annual cleanse. The manhole are maintained once every 5 years as per the HHMP. Ad hoc maintenance is carried out as per requests or inspections etc. With the cost this is sensitive information.

4. Does the Council have a record of its highways drainage system and can it provide me with a copy of the highways drainage for Arbor Lane
